Hello to all Godly Players of the 3.European Godly Play conference!
Probably all of you got home in the meantime - no one stuck in Gatwick or .... Singapur...? :-)  I hope it was a safe trip and that much of the warm spirit, deep thinking and good laughter is still with you and can 
nurture your everyday "work" (not only the "job"...)...

At the end of the European Godly Play Conference, there were some questions brought forwqward to me by some participants about how the preparation of the next EGPC will be organized. Maybe we should have 
said a few words about this when we presented the invitation to the next conference in Germany to the auditorium. Anyway - the following information might help:

The 1st, 2nd and 3rd EGPC were organized by preparation groups that consisted of representatives from those European countries that had started to work with Godly Play - UK, Norway, Spain, Finland and Germany. These countries had sent delegates (usually one per country) into the preparation group. The delegating-process worked through either the national organizations or, where there is no organization, through the core group of activists. The delegates weren't payed for this work - they offered their free time and invested their energy and creativity into the preparation! And as you saw in Järvenpää - they did a great job! (Although the hosting country tends to have the most work at the end of the day... - so here comes a special thanks again to the Finish team!).

So, for 2012 we'll stick to the same way of preparation. The German Godly Play Association will host the conference and offers to organize the prep-team to meet. If you want to offer your time and energy for the 
preparation, please contact your national organizations resp. key persons. Those countries who were representing their countries to the EGPC for the first time, like Sweden or Netherlands, will reflect on a 
good way and point in time to join this process - for 2012 or later and contact me about their options directly. As we always say at the end of the response time: "In Godly Play we have all the time we need..." - so there is no hurry. The prep-team will meet in the middle of Sept. 2011 in Germany at Burg Bodenstein for three days to start their work. At this moment in time it is still not clear how the travel expenses for 
the prep-team will be covered.

I hope, this information was useful for you - transparency is of great 
value, especially for grassroot-movements where so much work is done 
through activists knowing eachother personally. Look at 
http://www.burg-bodenstein.de/ to see and read more about the splendid 
venue of our next conference.
